March 30, 2025, 2025 –4th  Sunday of Lent 

The fourth Sunday of Lent marks the midpoint in the Lenten 
preparation for Easter.  It is called Laetare Sunday (Rejoice 
Sunday). It is set aside for us to recall God’s graciousness and to 
rejoice because of it.   In the first reading, the Chosen People of 
God are portrayed as celebrating, the feast of their 
freedom.  Their joy is one of promises fulfilled.  In the Gospel, the 
joy is that of a young son’s “coming home,” where he discovers 
and is healed by the reality his father’s forgiving and gratuitous 
love. It is also a story of a loving and forgiving father who 
celebrates the return of his prodigal son by throwing a big party 
to celebrate, the reconciliation of the son with him and the family 
members and with God.  It is really the Parable of the Forgiving 
Father, the story of Divine love and mercy for us sinners, a love 
that is almost beyond belief. Therefore, parable reveals how 
steadfast is the heart of God. God’s heart does not blow hot and 
cold. God never closes his heart to any of his children. No matter 
how far from home they may wander, no matter what they do, if 
they come home, the one thing the can be sure of is a warm and 
generous welcome of God, their father.
