It takes 
conscious effort and sacrifice to give to others what is of 
genuine and lasting nourishment. Sometimes we even 
have to serve up a bitter dish, knowing that it is true 
nourishment for the journey, sustenance that will, in the 
long haul, carry a loved one home.
