October 26 2025 –30th Sunday in Ordinary Time 

The readings for this weekend, remind us that God sees the heart. He 
listens to those who are humble and cries out for justice. He does not turn 
away from the poor or the weak. Instead, He cares for those who trust 
Him. 
Jesus tells a parable about a tax collector who prays with a humble heart. 
It also calls us to be honest before God. We are invited to trust Him, to 
serve others, and to admit our need for His mercy. God does not look at 
outward signs. He looks at a heart that seeks Him with love and truth.

Ci 
ricorda che siamo “terra”, ma una terra benedetta, sposata dal Cielo, 
bagnata dalla rugiada dello Spirito. Solo chi rimane a contatto con la 
propria terra, solo il “povero” fa esperienza dell’amore gratuito di Dio che 
lo solleva e gli rende giustizia (I Lettura). Anche l’apostolo Paolo, in mezzo 
a prove e sofferenze, può sentire la benevola presenza di Dio nella sua 
vita. Quanti missionari e poveri nel mondo possono testimoniare come 
lui: «Il Signore mi è stato vicino e mi ha dato forza» (II Lettura).
