Today’s Gospel speaks about how to use well whatever we have. 
There is an admiration for the dishonest steward—not for his 
dishonesty but for his ability to figure his way out of a mess that 
he had created. What about us? How able are we to figure out the 
spiritual life and to work towards its goals?  
Perhaps at times we seem able to figure out the spiritual life 
because it is not all that complicated. Do we begin to live 
spiritually then? Today’s readings invite us to know what it means 
to follow the Lord, and to live that knowledge in our lives. So many 
people say: “I believe in God” and that is all the further their belief 
goes.  
Let us ask today for a deeper knowledge and understanding of our 
faith and for the gifts of the Holy Spirit to give us strength to live 
that knowledge and understanding.
